






Each one of these boxes represents a table. Have an account table with the primary key as AccountCodeID. Each account has its own ID. This ID is used as a foreign key in the Business_Unit table. So the account can be in several different business units. For other fields such as Account_Status, don’t put a text field in the original Account table. You don’t want a user to have to type it each time, you want a combo box on the form so they can just select one. Otherwise they will all be spelt differently etc. So have a separate table called Account_Status. The Account_Status_ID will be 0 or 1 etc. 0 might be open and 1 might be closed. A user would then only need to close an account once and it would appear as closed on all the business units that it was attached to. You would also have a separate table for Account_Type.
It’s best when you start designing your tables, to draw some diagrams to help you think about how to separate the objects and the relationships between them. Stay away from huge tables which contain all the information. 
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
